e The Web has become the main channel for Governments to deliver electronic

Services to citizens

e Web technologies are playing a crucial role in the relationships between Governments,
and between Governments and Industry

e Use of W3C Technologies in eGov is constantly increasing

e they've even started to appear in laws all over the world (e.g. WCAG)

e Govs give more and more importance to consensus building and open standards



... and not only a technical one

e Platform for Internet Content Selection (PICS)

o Started in 1996;

“originally designed to help parents and teachers control what children access on the Internet, but
it also facilitates other uses for labels, including code signing and privacy"

e Platform for Privacy Preferences (P3P)

o Started in 1998;

"enables Websites to express their privacy practices in a standard format that can be retrieved
automatically and interpreted easily by user agents. P3P user agents will allow users to be
informed of site practices (in both machine- and human-readable formats) and to automate
decision-making based on these practices when appropriate"

Several interesting findings so far, let's review the main ones



e the ability of interoperable frameworks is key to improving efficiencies and increasing

the value of IT investments

» Foundational technologies based on Web standards, together with best practices for
deployment, is the focus of the World Wide Web Consortium's work



e Lots of initiatives and interoperability frameworks built or in the works, but usually

work only in a given context (national, regional...), hard to interoperate between them
yet

e Producing XML does not mean being interoperable
e Interoperability is not a technical (only) issue

e Semantic Web approach is powerful, but a few challenges currently perceived:
e it's not cheap nor easy

e lack of expertise in the Industry and Governments



e Privacy and Security are requirements to build trust with citizens to use eGovernment

services

e W3C's work in Web Security will help governments to standardize and provide
solutions that citizens can understand clearly and trust



e Workshop in DC will try to validate the findings mentioned and about topics not

much explored yet, e.g., dissemination of information, long-term doc archival, digital
identity...
e Number of Governments all over the world using W3C techs is constantly increasing

« IDABC, REDGEALC (OAS), etc.

 new technologies, old problems, e.g.:

o mobile phones as enablers of Gov services even in developing countries

e difficult to build an interoperable solution (too many devices, browsers...), see the Mobile Web Initiative
(MWI) work



e eGovernment Services increasing sophistication, but "good old problems" not solved

yet, e.g., interoperability

» need to explore more to see if those findings are interesting enough for Membership
and eGov actors

 need cooperation and skip reinventing the wheel, e.g., use cases and best practices

e W3C has a role to play, but we cannot do it alone
