WCAG 2.0

O Easier to read, understand, and implement

O Has more testable criteria that can be
measured objectively

O Applies to all Web technologies beyond
W3C standards (i.e. PDF)

O Addresses VWeb applications and scripting
(i.e. AJAX applications)

O ...is the current state of the art!
